Plan and Procedures

The Taybeh Education Fund is directed and coordinated by CHRISTINA BOOKS
d/b/a Canaan David Khoury Publications in affiliation with St. George Greek Orthodox
Church of Taybeh. The supervisor of the fund is the Annunciation Church,
maintaining, investing and disbursing annual tuition payments to Taybeh.

Students will be selected by the Advisory Board each spring with members of
St. George Greek Orthodox Church having priority in the open-application process.

A cumulative list of sponsored students will be available annually.
